Harry Jerome was born in
September, 1940 and moved to
the Vancouver area in 1951 At the
age of 19, he became the first
native Canadian to hold, officially,
aworld track record. He won the
bronze medal in 1964 at the Tokyo
Games when he finished the 100m
dash in 10.25 seconds. At the lime
of this accomplishment, he was
employed as a teacher at
Richmond High. In his track and
field career, he was in eight
international compelitions,
represenling Canada in three
QOlympics. He set seven world
records, and was named British
Columbia's Athlete of the Century
in 1971. All of these
accomplishments came during a time, when it was very difficult to be Black
in Canada. After his retirement from sport, Harry Jerome went on to
promote amateur and youth sport through national and provincial programs
Furthermore, Harry Jerome advocated for better funding support for
Canadian athleles, and for grealer representation of athleles of colour in
Canadian media. Throughout his life, he was the recipient of numerous
honours and awards, including the Order of Canada. Harry Jerome passed
away at the young age of 42, in December, 1982. — The Canadian
Encyclopedia Here is a more detailed and intimate biography of Harry
Jerome wiitten by his sister Valerie Jerome.
